The Roman Catholic Church will soon be approving the English Translation of the prayers that we say at mass by 
publishing the translation of the Roman Missal that was updated by Pope John Paul II in 2000. However, even 
though some of the words we use may change the essential parts of the mass have not changed. So I thought it 
would be appropriate to write about the mass, and all of the changes that the mass has experienced in its 2010 
years.  
 
 So let’s start at the very beginning. The mass is essentially believed to be the continuation of what Jesus 
did at the Last Supper. He gathered his apostles together and at a part of the meal, he took bread, blessed it and 
broke it and gave it to his disciples saying, “Take this all of you and eat it, this is my Body.” He then took the cup 
filled with wine, blessed it and gave it to his disciples and said, “Take this all of you and drink from it for this is my 
Blood.”  Then he said, “Do this in memory of me.”  Ever since then the apostles gathered together with the early 
Christians gathered together and celebrated the mass.  
 In the Acts of the Apostles and in Paul’s letters we read that the early Christians gathered at people’s 
homes to celebrate mass. It was called in Greek, the Eucharist, also we hear about gatherings on Sunday or the 
first day of the week, or people gathering for the meal or at supper. The apostles always led the celebration and 
changed the bread and wine to the Body and Blood of Christ. What later, Thomas Aquinas called the transub-
stantiation was always believed by the church as it gathered for mass. That the bread and wine were changed 
into the Body and Blood of Christ, and was given to us as spiritual food and nourishment, was always believed by 
the Catholic Church as what we celebrate when we attend mass.

Lenten Regulations 

 
♦ Everyone 14 years of age or over is bound to abstain from meat on 
Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent. 
 
♦ Everyone 18 years of age and under 59 years of age is bound to fast 
on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. 
 
♦ On these two days of fast and abstinence, only one full meatless 
meal is allowed.  Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain 
strength, may be taken according to each one’s needs, but together they 
should not equal another full meal.  Eating between meals is not permit-
ted on these two days, but liquids, including milk and fruit juices are al-
lowed.  When health or ability to work would be seriously affected, the 
law does not oblige. 
 
♦ To disregard completely the law of fast and abstinence is seriously 
sinful. 
 
♦ Lent is the principle season of penance in the Christian year.  All of 
the faithful are strongly urged to develop and follow a program of volun-
tary self-denial (in addition to following the Lenten regulations), serious 
prayer and a performance of works of charity and mercy.
