This week, most of us can't travel to Washington for the March for Life, but we
do have a way to come together to pray with other pro-lifers to mark the tragic
anniversary of Roe v. Wade, the Supreme Court decision thirty-seven years
ago that legalized abortion through all nine months of pregnancy in our coun-
try. Since then, our nation has endured the deaths of 50 million unborn infants
and innumerable parents have suffered deep regret for their often uninformed,
irreversible decisions. Please pray for an end to abortion and the protection
for all unborn human persons in the womb, for the parents who have aborted
their children to know God's love and forgiveness, for conversion of the clinic
staff who perform abortions, and for our nation to be healed.

Attend Mass on Friday, January 22. The U. S. Conference of Catholic Bish-
ops has named January 22 as"a day of penance for violations to the dignity of
the human person committed through acts of abortion, and of prayer for the full
restoration of the legal guarantee of the right to life."

Join in prayer outside the Aanchor Health Center where weekly abortions
are performed at 1845 Roosevelt Rd., Glen Ellyn. Fr. Peter Jarosz, pastor of
Christ the King Catholic Church, will be there on Friday, January 22, to lead
prayer between 9:00 a.m.--10:00 a.m. (You are invited to join in prayer at this
site every Wednesday and Saturday between 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.)

January 22 at 7:30 p.m., at Naperville Congregational Church at the corner of
Washington St. and 75th. (Because of construction, take Swallow north from
Bailey to reach parking lot.)

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COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BISHOP

LATIN AMERICA

Dear Friends,

The Church in Latin America boasts the world’s largest Catholic population. However, a study commissioned in the
late 1990s by CELAM, the federation of Latin American Catholic bishops’ conferences, found that Latin Americans
were leaving the Church at the alarming rate of approximately 8,000 people each day.

This exodus is the result of complex factors, ranging from the strain that economic globalization places on communi-
ties to well-financed competition from other groups that are drawing people away from the Church. Because of a very
low priest-to-parishioner ratio and the local churches’ inability to support the substantial number of parishioners, many
of the faithful often seek a closer sense of community elsewhere. In addition, migration across the region can rupture
the bonds of family and community in which faith is nurtured and grows.

To confront these tendencies, the Collection for the Church in Latin America supports pastoral projects that en-
gage Latin American parishioners in their faith and strengthen their sense of mission and identity with the Church.
Your generous support of the Collection provides evangelization in rural and poverty-stricken areas, religious training,
and catechesis and formation programs. The cost of a daily cup of coffee could provide a young girl with her First
Holy Communion book.

Together, we can keep faith with the Church in Latin America. Thank you for your generous response, and may
God bless you and your loved ones.

Whether you will be hospitalized for a
few days or whether your surgery is
same-day surgery, give one of our
priests a call PRIOR to your surgery,
so that anointing can be given at a
time when you are less stressed.
