HAVING SURGERY?

Whether you will be hospitalized for a
few days or whether your surgery is
same-day surgery, give one of our
priests a call PRIOR to your surgery,
so that anointing can be given at a
time when you are less stressed.

Ask one of the priests following Mass,
or call the parish office at 630-668-
0918, ext. 600, and set a time to
come in BEFORE your surgery for
anointing.

CENTRAL DUPAGE HOSPITAL
Our priests are always available to
make hospital visits.

Also, re-
mind the hospital that the name of
the patient must be shown on the
visitation sheet which is given to the
priest when he makes his calls.
